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Hunting insurgents a frustrating les-
son in detective work

GIs in Ramadi working to root out behind-the-scenes operators

RAMADI, Irag - For Capt. Jeffrey Kersey and the rest of Company C, it
was one of those minor victories that U.S. troops are often left with when
waging a counterinsurgency war,

On paper, the plan called for the capture of no fewer than four high-value insurgents in eastern
Ramadi‘s notorious Ma‘laab district — an area that saw some of Ramadi’s heaviest fighting after it
was inherited by the 1st Battalion, 306th Infantry Regiment, 101st Airborne Division, almost nine
months ago.

In a series of simultaneous Rids, U.5. treops, Iragi army Soldiers and Navy SEALS were to capture
the leader of an intimidation-and-beheading <ell, @ deadly sniper and two other undesirables as they
slept in their safe houses several hours before dawn,

In the end, though, the Iraqi army Soldiers teok a pass on the operation and the SEALS struck out.
Kersey's men nabbed the suspected sniper — although they failed to find a weapen that would give
them an airtight legal case.

"This happens," said Kersey, 30, of West Palm Beach, Fla. "The operation lcoks good on paper, but
it's only as good as the information e get from people. Sometmes that information is kind of, well,
not the best.”

As U.S. and Iragl army troops wage a renewed campalgn to neutralize insurgents In this restive,
Sunni Arab city, Seldlers such as Kersey have found themselves in a scmetimes exasperating cat-
and-mouse contest to root out top-tier insurgents.

VWhile troops under the command of Lt. Col. Ronald P. Clark have killed many insurgents in heavy
fighting throughout eastern Ramad| over the last nine months, identifying and capturing those en-
emy figures who work behind the scenes is a little more difficult, parbculardy when Insurgent threats
and intimidatien have scared much of the general population Inta silence,

Such was the case recently when the Baumhelder, Germany-based "Commandc"” Company, 1st Bat-
talion, 6th Infantry Regiment, 2nd Brigade, 1st Armored Division set off in search of a sniper who
had killed or wounded a2 number of [raqi army Soldiers at east Ramadi outposts.

As Kersey's treops worked their way down a city bleck, searching homes and questioning residents,
they eventually picked up the trail of a shert, stocky sniper suspect known as Majid. When they fi-
nally tracked him down to a living room in his family’s home, the target — not surprisingly — teld
Kersey they had the wreng man.

"I've spent the whole year running away from the insurgents,"” the suspect said through an inter-
preter. "Look at my back. I have marks where the mujahedeen hit me for swearing.”

Fer the units, success has meant the establishment of a serles of combat outposts and traffic check-
points that spread their reach deeper into the eastern part of the city, just as trocops with the 1st Bri-
gade, 1st Armored Division are working to establizsh similar outposts in the wesbtern part of the city.
“We used to have to fight our way into the Ma‘laab any tme we went there. Now we've got an cbserva-
tian post there,” Clark said.

Another key outpost stands beside a notoncus seccer stadium that served as a place for insurgents to
hide thair weapons and launch morter attacks. "Teday, we own the stadium,” said Maj. Devid
Womack, operaticns officer for the 1-505th. "There are people plaving soccer in the stadium now.”

Nows, with just a few months remaining befere the 1-506th returns home, commanders say they can
identify with what 1-1 AD units like the 1st Battalion, 37th Armor Regiment are going through as they
battle insurgents in the south central part of Ramadi. "Theyre going through a lot of the same stuff we
went through six menths ago,” Clark said.

Insurgent attacks in eastern part of city on the decline

RAMADI, Iraq — As far as Capt, Justin Michel is concerned, Entry Control
Point Eight is the roughest intersection in town. A heavily fortified check-
point on Ramadi’s eastern edge, ECP-3 is the kind of barren, shell-pocked
outpost that makes a visitor walk a double-time zigzag for fear of snipars, or
clench his gut in anticipation of falling mortar rounds.

In the past four months, this key entryway inte Ramadi has been struck by
what Michel called two "particulariy nasty” car bombs and has suffered nu-
merous attacks by snipers, rocket-propelled grenades and mortars, '
In the first week alone, Michel's Company A, 1st Battalion, 506th Infantry S D S8S

Regiment endured daily attacks as U.5. and Iraql Soldiers and engineers Spe. Dawid Gurgess, 22, of

“This place is something else," said Michel, 42, of West Point, Miss. "We put

an awful lot of work into it.”

&s U.S. and [raqgl army troops wage a renewed campaign to rid Ramadi of Insurgents, fortified check-
points like ECP-8 have become critical weapons In the menthsiong battle, By securing major thorough-
fares into and out of Ramadi, U.S. and Iragi army commanders say they have been able to isolabe insur-
gents within the city by cutting off or substantially reducing their supply of weapons, as well as their
freedom of movement.

“This has been one of the single most detrimental moves weve made against the enemy,” said Lt Col,
Ronald Clark, commander of the Fort Campbell, Ky.-based 1-506th — a unit of the 1015t Airborne Divi-
sion. "He can't get fighters and supplies into the city. We've isolated him."”

The checkpeints, aleng with daily combat patrols, raids and other operations, have significantly reduced
insurgent attacks in eastern Ramadi, which until recently had been one of the worst areas of the violent
Sunni Arab city.

“1f this isn't the most dangercus part of Ramadi, it"s because we've made it that wav,” Clark said.

The tactic of choking off insurgent supply lines was bagun by the 2nd Brigade Combat Team, 2Bth In-
fantry Division, a Pennsylvania National Guard unit that completed its tour in Irag early this summer.
Since that time, the 1-506th and the 1st Brigade of the 1st Armored Division have expanded greatly on
the concept.

“"When we first came into this area there was no one else here. No Iraqi police. Nobody,"” Clark said of

eastern Ramad districts llke Ma‘laab and Sofia.

In those early davs, Clark said enemy attacks were constant and brazen, and the unit’'s headquarters,
Forward Operating Base Corregider, was a frequent target,

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“When we first got here, insurgents would walk cut into the street and shoot at
the FOB with RPGs. They'd launch mortars within a click of our base, That was
totally unacceptable,™ Clark said.

Clark’s battalion, a mix of light infantry, mechanized infantry, armor and Navy
SEALS, fought back along with Iraqi army units and, according to commanders,
forced insurgents to seek shelter in the south central part of the city — an area
that had seen limited U.S. trocp presaence until the amival of 1-1st AD several
months ago.

“The insurgents are like cockroaches,” Clark said. "They go where you are not.  recently while visiting the Civil

They went to the center of the city because no one was there.” Vilitary Operaticas Center at

ECP-B, which is manned by Able Cempany treops as well as Soldiers from the 2nd Battalion, 1st Brigade,
ist Iraqgi Army Division, is one of a handful of new positions established in eastern Ramadi by the 1-506th.
The battered checkpoint comprises a serkes of rambling city blecks and farms that have been selzed and
occupled by U.5. and [raqi treops and are linked together by a netwark of blast walls and shining lengths
of concertina wire, While the area teems with local Iragis during operating hours, when residents are lock-
ing to get into the area or leave, or are sesking restitution payments from civil affairs teams, the cutpost
locks deserted much of the time.

Spe, Jonathan Thomas, 23, of Miami, said he was shocked by the desolate, rubble-strewn compound when
he first arrived, Thomas served in the same sector of Ramadi at the beginning of the war when he was a
member of the Florida National Guard,

“1t looked like a regular road then,” Thomas said of the main boulevard that runs through the checkpoint.
“There were people walking along the road and the businesses were running. Now, there are a lot more
biown up buildings. It's like a ghast town."

The other big difference, Thomas said, was the number and quality of Iraqi army Soldiers fighting along-
side U.S. forces.

“These Iraqi army guys have stepped up a lot since I was here the firet time,” he said. Keeping the check-
point cperating, even under periodic attacks, has been one of Able Company's main missions. Able Com-
pany’s commander said that when a car bomb destroyed the checkpeint's main gate, his company first ser-
geant and welders constructed a new, improved gate within a day and kept the checkpoint eperating. Mi-
chel said that it veould have been a public relations victory for the insurgents if they had managed to shut
the aperation down for a2 week, preventing Ramaxli residents from traveling to work, the market or the
hospltal hecause of the damage.

“\Ye wanted to show the populace that we weren’t going to make this any more inconvenient than it was
just because of the enemy,” Miche! said. "If we had to close it down for six days, the enemy would have
used that for its own information operations message. The population is the cenber of gravity in Ramadi,
and we understand that.”
